We are still working on yet another way to raise money for Katherine at our next auction this
month. Her prognosis has gotten worse and the family is in a terrible financial position.

Our theme this year at the Summit County Fair was “4-Hers Helping 4-Her’'s — Changing Lives One Horse at a
Time”. The kids in our club say that this has taught them so much more than they ever expected. They have
learned that helping others-is like helping themselves.
